Disciplinary Action Plan

As outlined in the US Youth Soccer Olympic Development Program Code of Conduct the following violations by Louisiana
ODP Players are grounds for immediate dismissal:
e Substance use and/or possession thereof (drugs, alcohol or tobacco)
e Possession of a weapon — this would include any kind of knife
e Presence in the room of a member of the opposite gender
e |nappropriate sexual conduct
e Violation of State or Federal Law
e Hazing - Any activity that endangers the physical safety of another person, or produces mental or
physical discomfort; causes embarrassment, fright, humiliation or ridicule; or degrades the individual is
cause of dismissal from the program and other programs of US Youth Soccer.

The following violations may result in a warning. Any further violations of any kind will result in immediate dismissal. If
the initial violation is of a severe nature it may warrant an immediate dismissal. A determination of dismissal will be
made by the Director of Coaching in these cases.

e Persistent irresponsible and disrespectful behavior

e Destruction of property

e Presence in the hallway or outside of the lobby of the housing area of the opposite gender

e Breaking Curfew

e Failure to report to activities on time

e Failure to adhere to the dress code

e Ordering outside food without the consent of a coach or administrator

A violation for immediate dismissal will result in a call from the Louisiana DOC or Age Group Coach to the player’s
parents or guardian. They will be instructed to pick up their child as soon as possible. All transportation arrangements
will be the responsibility of the parent or guardian at their cost. No reimbursement of program fees will be made to the
dismissed participant or their family. The player will be separated from the group. The disciplinary form will be
completed to document the violation and filed in the age group book.

A violation resulting in a warning will merit the following steps:

o Adisciplinary report form will be filled out and signed by the DOC, Coach or Administrator issuing the
warning. The player will also sign to acknowledge that they have received the warning. All warnings
should be filed in the age group book.

e A phone call will be made to the parent immediately upon issuing the warning and in the presence of
the player.

e The player may be issued appropriate discipline to correct the violation where necessary —i.e., cleaning
up a mess, etc.
